AEP’s decision to go paperless as a result
of legislative changes to the Employment
Act means that you have real-time access

to your ROE’s online, through the Service 
Canada website.

As of August 1, 2009, all ROE’s are filed by EP
through Service Canada, and are accessable by

Members through your My Service Canada
Account.  This provides a single point of access
for managing your EI account including applying
for benefits and updating reporting of earnings.
