With a fabulous crew of cutters, sewers, and set costumers who became
experts on lacing Victorian corsets and fitting frock
coats, we created a different look every week, and a
look that was a departure from the Hollywood
standard.

The producers made it clear that they wanted a show
that reflected the reality of the time in the props, sets
and costumes.

Finding fabric, buttons and lace of the period in
Vancouver was a huge challenge but a background in
Theatre cultivates resourcefulness as well as a great
network of costume enthusiasts who are willing to
contribute to the cause as long as it's honourable
